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John Henry Dasinger, PhD - Hello, my name is John Henry Dasinger, and I'm a Senior Postdoctoral Fellow from the Medical College of Georgia at Augusta University, in the laboratory of Dr. David Mattson, and my research program is interested in looking at the role of preeclampsia in a rat model of the Dahl salt-sensitive rat maintained on a low salt diet, and specifically, I'm interested in immune mechanisms, the T-cell specifically, and their ability to generate reactive oxygen species that contributes to this preeclamptic-like phenotype in the Dahl salt-sensitive rat. And I would hope that my research program can also look at immediate effects of a preeclamptic pregnancy, but also look at the chronic effects of preeclampsia because we know from the literature that women who experience a preeclamptic pregnancy also have long-term chronic health issues as well, so if I can investigate these early mechanisms, perhaps there could also be long-term health protection as well.
